The circle is the symbol for infinity, because the circle is endless, and may be considered
a polygon with an infinite number of sides.

The snake or dragon with its tail in its mouth continually devouring itself and being
reborn from itself is a symbol of eternity and of the cyclic nature of the universe. It
expresses the unity of all things, which never disappear but change form in a cycle of
destruction and re-creation.

The Wheel of Dharma is a common symbol of Buddhism. Like the wheel of a cart that
keeps turning, it symbolizes Buddha's teaching as it continues to spread endlessly. The
eight spokes represent the eightfold Path of Buddha.
